1. Ackerman-Estevold: Ryan Anderson presented three options for City Hall remodeling. Council looked at options and requested a couple further options be looked at. See attached Options.
2. Street signs for 4 way stops and yield to emergency vehicles are in. Trevor will pick up. 
3. Johnson property: Letter has been re-issued request information to share with surveyor. City will pay for another survey unless error is found. Marci will visit with Johnsons about the land issue. 
4. Sewer Bills-letter and bill look good. Contact Taylor about legal ability to disconnect sewer lines. 
5. Epping Rural Department all moved to new hall. 
a. Snow removal liability waiver will be reviewed by their lawyer. 
b. Gaming fund check delivered.
6. NCC security cameras-see attached bid. Marci made motion to approve NCC camera instillation based on estimate. Debbie 2nd. Motion carries. 

New Business: 
1. Epping Rural Fire Department had Tactical Training facility approve by Planning and Zoning on February 4, 2019. This will be a non-burn and/or non-live fire facility. Debbie motions to approve Tactical Training Facility as presented. Marci 2nd. Motion carries. Lawyer will write permit. 
2. Matt Axelson owner of Epping Eagles Nest had discussed attending meeting with auditor but was not present. Council discussed liquor license fees and compared to neighboring cities. No changes in fees will be made this time. Matt also asked by blocking streets for dance during Buffalo Trails weekend. City will be willing to help with this.
3. Additional speed limit and stop signs will be added around town. Bruce and Trevor will get count and order them.

5. Health Inspection Reports. See attached reports
a. Pavilion: Bathroom doors self-closing, thermometer for fridge, chlorine test strips to be placed by dish washing sink and provide beach for sanitation. All items will be ordered and placed.  Hand washing signs left by inspector and will be placed on/near sinks.
b. City Hall/Senior Center: self-closing bathroom doors. Hinges will be ordered and placed. If remodeling is done to existing kitchen, three compartment sink needed and hand washing sink. 
6. Bid presented from Desjarlais Electric for change lights in City Hall Shop to LED’s. Marci motions to approve Desjarlais Electric bid. Nancy 2nd. Motion carries. Check issued for 50% of bid.
7. Ken Tracey wants to move trailer house to his lot in Epping. Trailer house is less than 10 years old which he was told was ok but he found in city ordinances trailers house are to be 5 years or newer. Council requested pictures of trailer house be sent for review with building permit application. 
8. Trevor called Mondak Animal Control about cats. They recommend trapping and spay/neuter. With option for adoption if needed. 
9. Discussed getting signs for street address on pavilion and city hall.
